Probable Event

Is the laboratory qualifying laboratory evidence:

Positive serum Spotted Fever Group Rickettsia (SFGR) 
IgG IFA test followed by a second IgG test performed 2-10 

weeks later with a 4-fold rise in titer
OR

Positive SFGR PCR in a clinical specimen
OR

Isolated culture of SFGR organism 
OR 

SFGR antigen in a biopsy or autopsy in ICH

Positive IgG >1:128 antibody by IFA 
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Does not Meet

Before you proceed
Is the lab a single positive IgG antibody < 1:128 by IFA 

and/or a positive IgM only?
These do not meet laboratory criteria

• No investigation necessary 
• Close as Does Not Meet
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
