	Perfringens
	6 to 24 hours (typically 8 to 12 hours
	1-2 weeks
	Acute onset of some or all the following: colic, Nausea & Diarrhea

	Shigella
	12-96 hours, usually 1-3 days (shorter with higher infectious dose)
	4-7 days

	Salmonella
