— Maintain 3 month supply
— Ensure appropriate environmental controls
— Use earliest expiration date first

— Decrease ship to vs. bill to confusion

— Increase compliance with Board of Pharmacy rules
— Decreases cost

— Ensures appropriate environmental controls

— Establish responsible party for unpacking and
restocking medications and filing paperwork
